Some pupils will be in 
the Drama studio watching a live feed but will swap over to ensure they get to sit in for some 
of the concert.

The concert is scheduled to finish at 9:30 p.m. on both nights. If there are exceptional 
circumstances where a student will not be available please inform your son’s music 
teacher in writing as soon as possible. We would be grateful if you could emphasise to your 
son that exemplary behaviour is expected at all times during the concert.
