During a 
period of unprecedented growth for the sport, he played a key role within the 
Club & Community department, contributing to a 60% increase in Sport England 
investment for the 2022ς2027 funding cycle and helping to leverage more than 
£5 million directly into grassroots boxing clubs. 
 
Today, Alex focuses on aligning elite sport with community need - working to 
direct investment, exposure and opportunity where it can have the greatest 
impact. With a strong belief in evidence-led practice, his work is underpinned by 
robust data and research to influence policy, unlock further investment and help 
ensure boxing remains accessible, inclusive and sustainable for generations to 
come.
