Tour Planning 

I am delighted to confirm that we have now secured both our tour accommodation and fixtures. 

Working alongside our tour provider, we have developed an itinerary that will provide an exceptional 

balance of competitive rugby, cultural experiences and opportunities for personal development. 

Over the coming months we will continue to refine the finer details of the itinerary, and we look forward 

to sharing further information with you as plans develop. 

Proposed Flight Arrangements 

We are currently in the final stages of confirming our international travel arrangements. 

The proposed travel dates are: 

• Outbound: Sunday 25 July 2027 – London Heathrow (LHR) to Cape Town (CPT)

• Return: Sunday 8 August 2027 – Cape Town (CPT) to London Heathrow (LHR)

To provide maximum flexibility following GCSE Results Day, flight bookings will be confirmed 

seven days after Results Day in August 2026. This approach allows us to accommodate any 

unforeseen circumstances while securing the most suitable and best value flights for the group. After 

this the deposit for the flights will be lost which is a considerable amount. 

Once flights have been confirmed, we will circulate a further communication containing: 

• Airline and flight numbers

• Departure and arrival times

• Airport terminal information

• Baggage allowances

• Airport meeting arrangements
